Return of the Noisy Ghost

I remember watching an episode, on TV, called “The Haunting.”

It wasn’t the movie; but another paranormal house possession episode. I remember that there were a number of TV shows that had the same title as this one. But, unlike most of them, this one was a little more nasty (as far as the house possession goes), than most of the others. This fellow was continuously playing an organ in an ominous tone and manner. And he was playing all night and sleeping all day; getting more possessed as each day passed.

I sort of know how the guy felt last night. Between 2:00 and 3:00 am a “rapping” began on the wall, directly above the bed my wife and I were attempting to sleep in. This was the second time in a week that this was occurring. 

At first it was very active; and ended up lasting at least 4 hours. 

If I were more of a skeptical person I might say that the fellow next door was beating on his wall with his knuckles. But there were a couple of things that precluded this idea. One was that you could hear the noise sharply. Had someone been rapping on the wall, it would be more of a dull sound as the sound came off the wall on my side. 

Another thing that precluded this idea, was the fact that as it slowly subsided in frequency of knocking, it moved from the wall, above the bed, to the ceiling; particularly centering, at some point, near the ceiling fan. 

And if anyone were in the attic, we would be able to hear them as they walked around. Which reminds me of when we would hear such movements, as if someone were walking up there, previously. The only problem was, there was never anyone up there. 

At 4:21 am I got up, again, and sat on the couch; for, among other reasons, to test to see if it would follow me or stay in the bedroom. It stayed in the bedroom.

I dozed off, for about an hour, around 5:30 or 6:00 am. After my wife woke me up at about 7:46 am, she mentioned that it was still going on, near the ceiling fan, at about 6:30 when she got up. That means that it lasted four to four and a half hours.

This episode reminds me of the many episodes of the TV show “Ghost Hunters” that we’ve all seen many times. One observation that came to my mind, was that, those shows rarely have any haunting physical activities that are more than very brief or very distant in nature. 

Yet this event was very overt, very noticeable, and very long in nature.
